This is a great book for introducing the concept of the first settlers in America. Considering the
targeted age, which | think is 4 or 5 year olds, | can handle some minor inaccuracies. It
communicates on a simple level the difficulties that the Separatists felt in England, their courage to
leave their homeland for an unknown territory, their lengthy time at sea, and their ideas about their

unknown Indian neighbors which were corrected by the generous way the Indians helped them. It



ends by simply stating that we still observe Thanksgiving today, inspired by this pilgrim’s feast,
helping a young child understand that we are still connected to these courageous people. It takes

some complicated ideas and deals with them in a way that young minds can understand.

| got this book to use in my Thanksgiving unit in second grade Social Studies. The children really
enjoyed the story and learning facts about Thanksgiving, the pilgrims, and Native Americans and it
was written in such a way that it's easy for them to understand. It really helps teach a child the real
meaning behind Thanksgiving and that we should be thankful for the things we have. The
