At the day care where | work, we use it quite a bit
for teaching the children their alphabet. | would highly recommend this book to anyone wanting to

teach a child.

In "Curious George’s ABCs," one of the most famous characters from children’s literature guides the
reader through the alphabet. Each entry is illustrated by a noun that begins with that letter. To
reinforce the alphabet, each letter is actually incorporated into the illustration. For example, the

alligator’'s mouth opens in an angle that physically encloses the letter "A".Curious George, the



loveable monkey of the title, shows up as an observer or participant in most of the entries. As
illustrated by H.A. Rey, George is as appealing as ever. | especially liked the illustration of George,
bundled up in a snowsduit, looking at an "icy icicle." This is a good book for children learning the

alphabet.

ABCs, the Houghton Mifflin board book, is "based on" Rey’s 1963 book Curious George Learns the
Alphabet. Most of the text has been removed, as well as all of the lowercase letters. Still, as an early
primer on letters, it's useful enough, and the capital-letter illustrations are the originals, so you still

get some--just not all--of that Rey magic. ** A A

there isn’t much text, but the book is nonetheless very interactive because kids get to call out the

letters and the things associated with those letters.

He hasn’t actually learned the
alphabet from it yet, but he knows a li-li and a goose when he sees one, and likes to find George

("Joge") sprinkled throughout.

Unfortunately, both my son and | were disappointed and he lost interest quickly while we read it.

The images are not very eye catching and the letters on each page are not very defined.

My son (15 months) loves his Curious George books, but he doesn'’t love this book. George isn’'t the
main character in the book. Each letter is a different character (A-Alligator) and George is seen just

a tiny bit throughout the book. | wouldn’t actually call this a Curious George book!
