This story is all about some of the issues Franklin faces
with his sister, Harriet, who is now a toddler. Franklin likes being a big brother, but when Harriet
starts thinking that his dog Sam is hers, he begins to see things in a different light. (And if you know
about Franklin, then you know how important Sam is to him.) Fortunately, like a lot of brother/sister
quarrels, this is only a temporary problem and Franklin learns that Harriet isn’t so bad after all. Each

page of the story is beautifully illustrated and it reads well also.
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
