Regarding this book, my sister said that, after she reads it
to my niece, "I'll probably need to explain God and praying." She didn’t make it out to be a big deal

introduced to praying and church. However, | felt | should mention this for those who would like to
know. Personally, | rather wish the author hadn’t added that part; unlike, say, a family dinner, you'd
have to be pretty devout to consider saying grace a part of a preschooler’s tea party. And in this day
of many faiths and deity beliefs it seems a bit gratuitous and even (unintentionally) insensitive --
even if well-meaning. That's my opinion, of course, and this info is FYI. If a mention of God and
prayer doesn’'t cause any complications, then this is a wonderful little book your little tea-party-giver

will love.
