novel Smile, Raina Telgemeier tells the story of her relationship with her younger sister, Amara. The



main story is of a road trip 13-year-old Raina takes from California to Colorado with her mother,
Amara, and their younger brother. In flashbacks, we see a much younger Raina wishing for a sister,
then experiencing disappointment with the reality of a baby, then a toddler. There are other difficult
family situations for Raina to deal with, including her fathera ™s extended job loss and her

parentsd ™ possible separation, but in the end, the family ties remain strong.Pros: Raina
Telgemeier is probably my favorite graphic novelist. Her artwork is just right for elementary kids, and
the stories are engaging and positive. This would be a good book to give a reluctant girl
reader.Cons: This didnd ™t have quite the upbeat ending | enjoyed in Smile. It is a graphic novel,

so it will be a quick read for many kids.
