are fairly long, and might seem daunting for your first or second grader if the child is not a strong
reader. | read this first book in the series as a read aloud, and each child took turns reading a few
pages from each chapter, and | read the rest. In this way we finished the book in just a couple of
days, as the kids always wanted to read more. | have to say, | am way more impressed with this

book than | initially thought | was going to be, and will be ordering more books in the series.
