I'd read aloud the first chapter which ends with Pedru realizing
he’d lost his arm, leave the students hanging and put this book in the classroom library. I'd read this
aloud as part of a conservation unit. There’s a great author’s note at the end about how
conservation groups are working to educate east Africans about lions, build fences, walk at night
with flashlights, and so forth in an effort to save people and lions. I'd read this aloud and then ask
the students if they want to do more research and raise funds for donating. The author’s note at the
end could be a mentor text for research and informational/persuasive writing.Honestly, | just enjoyed
reading this book and LEARNING.
